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1 Reason for Contribution

This contribution addresses the open action item No. 5 in the agenda OMA-REQ-2004-0180-REQ-IM_ConfCall_20-02-04.

“Olle Eriksson (Ericsson) will prepare contribution for Beverly Hills meeting to propose changes in the definition section and to clean up the document of finite relations between IM and Presence.” 
Excerpt from OMA-REQ-2004-0080-REQ-IM-CC_23-01-04-Minutes: 

“Olle Eriksson made some comments on the definitions paragraph of the RD with resulted in ActionPoints 5 and 6.”

The comments and conclusions were: 

· Definition of IM server: Should be IM only, not presence and directory functionality. Use a legacy definition if possible. 

· Definition of Presence: Should be a reference plus full text. If we want to re-use definitions in other documents we need to keep them in separate sections to avoid copyright problems. “The following definitions are copied from other OMA documents”. 

· Definition of Session: The same as for Presence but nobody knew whether this is defined somewhere else. 

2 Summary of Contribution

Definition of IM Server:
Delete the words “directory and presence” 

Definition of Presence:
Copy the definition in the draft PAG AD to achieve consistency within OMA, except the word “Presentity” since this is not used in OMA-RD_IM-V1_0-20040123-D. 
Definition of Session:
No change. The search may continue.
