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1 Reason for Contribution

At the current stage of the IMSinOMA RDRR, a list of outstanding points of disagreement, proposed in an OMA-RD-DEV email (from Chelo Abarca, on March 3rd, 2004), is under email discussion. Proposals for closing these open points have been provided by email. 

The Arch WG has scheduled a session to discuss IMS issues during their meeting in London on March 30th – April 1st. To help progress in the IMS RDRR, the open points proposals are submitted as contributions to this meeting.

2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution provides a proposal for closing Point #11 in the IMSinOMA RDRR discussion.

3 Detailed Proposal

Point #11

A large concern with this document is that it is trying to mandate how to support with IMS not-yet fully defined OMA functions and requirements. For example, there are Presence, Instant messaging, and Identity Management requirements that OMA is in the process of defining (the corresponding RDs have not been finalized). So it is  premature to have a normative document indicating how not-yet  specified OMA requirements can be fulfilled via IMS.










Discussion

See the figure above for a pictorial view of the interfaces between the IMS domain and other SIP deployments.

The scope of the OMA IMS WI is (quoted from the IMS WID) "define how OMA service enablers shall make use of capabilities provided by the 3GPP and 3GPP2 IP Multimedia Subsystem (IMS) when IMS is used". 

Interfaces involved in "how OMA service enablers shall make use of capabilities provided by the 3GPP and 3GPP2 IP Multimedia Subsystem (IMS) when IMS is used" are interfaces 1 in the figure. The scope of the IMS WI is limited to interfaces 1 in the figure.

OMA functions and requirements related to for example Presence, Instant messaging, and Identity Management requirements are related to the functionality that OMA enablers provide to the Applications. These are supported by interfaces between the enablers and the Application box in the figure (interfaces not shown in the figure). These interfaces are out of the scope of the IMSinOMA WI.

Nevertheless this point is addressed in the IMSinOMA WID (OMA-WID_0076-IMSinOMA-v1_0-20031113-D) by acknowledging that "Currently the development of service enablers, that could take advantage of the IMS capabilities, is in progress in some OMA working groups (e.g. PAG, POC)". Keeping this in mind, the IMSinOMA aims at developing specifications that "shall guide and support the development of service enablers utilizing IMS capabilities."

Therefore it is not premature to have a normative document indicating how not-yet  specified OMA requirements can be fulfilled via IMS - it is what is required from the IMSinOMA activity, as reflected in the IMSinOMA WID.

Conclusion

It is not premature to have a normative document indicating how not-yet  specified OMA requirements can be fulfilled via IMS.

5 Recommendation

This contributor recommends to agree on the conclusion that

“it is not premature to have a normative document indicating how not-yet  specified OMA requirements can be fulfilled via IMS”

and base further discussion on the IMSinOMA RDRR on this agreement.
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
