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1 Reason for Contribution

Several companies have raised their concerns as to unnecessary structure complexity of the current version of the OSE document. The purpose of this input contribution is therefore to propose a simplification of the current OSE document structure.

2 Summary of Contribution

A summary of the changes is as follows.

Section 4.2: Extended the title heading to include "and targeted audience"

Sections 4 and 5: Merged sections "Motivation" and "introduction" and hence changed "Motivation" heading from level 1 to 2

3.
Section 5.3.1: Deleted section heading "General" because I separated out the "OMA "Silo" architectures" sections from "OMA Enablers and Enabler reuse"

4.
Section 5.3.2 and 5.3.3: Heading level changed from 4 to 2 for the two titles "OMA Silo Architectures" and OMA Target architecture".

5.
Section 6: "Architecture Principles" section deleted from section 6.3 and inserted before section 6.1 "conceptual model"

6.
New Section 5.1"Architecture Principles": For completeness I have created a new section that describes the principle for Protection of Enablers and resources. This section is based on the existing text of section "Application and Exposure management"; the only difference is that the wording has been modified to appear as a principle.

Section 6.1.2: Merged bullet 1 of section "General" belonging to section 6.4 "OSE elements" (section 6.4.1)
