3 Detailed Proposal

Section 5.2.2

The Enabler concept (or its long form Service Enabler) is pervasive in OMA because enablers are the primary products of OMA (e.g. Enabler Releases and Enabler Packages). 
 Examples of enablers include OMA-defined Location or Device Management.

Section 5.2.3

Enabler implementations expose life cycle management interfaces (e.g. start, stop, trace, tec.) that allow the service provider to use infrastructure capabilities to manage the enabler’s components.

Enabler interface bindings provide the specific formats (i.e. syntax) and protocols used to access enablers using particular programming languages (e.g. Java or C) or network protocols (e.g. web services).

The OSE provides the necessary infrastructure to perform these functions

Section 5.3 

Figure 1 illustrates the logical view of the service provider portion of the OSE architecture. This view focuses on identifying and positioning the different entities present in the OSE.

…


The OSE does not impose any enabler in the Service Provider domain (i.e. no mandatory statement is specified). This leaves complete freedom to the service provider that deploys OMA enabler implementations.

Section 5.4

The OSE enables the exposure of OMA enablers, other functions, resources and applications to each other in a controlled manner. One way the OSE does this is through a policy-based mechanism, which can be used to protect the underlying Service Provider's resources from unauthorized requests and manage their use (e.g. through appropriate charging, logging and enforcement of user privacy or preferences). The OSE architecture accommodates a consistent and centralized management mechanism if the Service Provider requires such control.

The OSE architecture also manages the procedures applied for both hosted (in the same domain) and third party applications and enablers. 
This is achieved by having the Policy Enforcer process all requests to and from the enabler implementations and enforce the appropriate policies.

Figure 2 illustrates another logical view of the service provider portion the OSE architecture including the Policy Enforcer concept.

Figure 2 illustrates the relationship between applications and requests and resources in the service provider domain. 

All enablers in the service provider domain operate the same whether the request comes from applications or enabler, in the same domain or a different one. The specific results of authentication or authorization of the requestor might yield different constraints on what the request might achieve, but the policy evaluation and enabler execution always follow the same process.
