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1 Reason for Contribution

Despite a large number of email exchanges and several contributions on the subject of the “Intrinsic” functions, the Arch group have not yet reached a consensus on the definition of this category of functions. This contribution is another attempt to define the “Intrinsic” function in the context of the OSE.

2 Summary of Contribution

The use of “Intrinsic” functions within the context of the OSE is discussed and a definition is proposed for the “Intrinsic” function along with a number of principles to follow. Basically, this contribution tries to clarify (or establish) two points: 1. To make the meaning of "intrinsic" function relative to its development and usage and 2. To propose principles and guidelines for governing its development and usage.)
3 Detailed Proposal

The concept of intrinsic (or non-intrinsic) function is relative to its development and usage. Within OMA, every enabler development group focuses on the provision of a service enabler (e.g., PoC) as its primary goal, collects requirements for the service and specifies capabilities (functions and interfaces) for the enabler in order to realize the service. In the process, a number of secondary but necessary functions (e.g., authentication, authorization & charging) are also identified. For example, while the "Charging" function is non-intrinsic to the PoC enabler, it's intrinsic to the Charging enabler. To the PoC enabler, the function of establishing the session itself is an intrinsic function and as such it is the primary focus of the PoC enabler development group.  Therefore, while every function is intrinsic to an enabler group, some of these intrinsic functions may be non-intrinsic to other groups. 

These intrinsic/non-intrinsic functions are either new (yet to be specified) or existing (already specified.) Within the context of the OSE, the following principles and practice should be observed for the development and use of various functions:

· Each OMA enabler development group shall focus on their primary function(s) for specification, 
· The primary functions for each OMA enabler developer group are called “the group’s intrinsic functions.”

· What is defined and specified as an “intrinsic function” for one OMA enabler group, may be identified as a “non-intrinsic” function to another group.

· For an application, it is up to the service provider to decide (through the use of PEEM or else) on the use of specific functions, i.e., intrinsic and non-intrinsic. 

4 Intellectual Property Rights

5 Recommendation

It is recommended that the Arch group discuss the definition of the “intrinsic function” as proposed in Section 3 of this document and agree to incorporate it in the OSE specification document.
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
