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1 Reason for Contribution

This document contains a proposal for the Architecture WG’s OSE Migration and Rollout Plan. The purpose of this plan is to describe (indirectly via attachments) how the OSE will be manifested in OMA.

This proposal is different than the plans proposed in Hawaii (OMA-ARC-2004-0290) and in OMA-ARC-2004-0292:

· Rather than proposing a White Paper – The Plan would consist of a very short Input Contribution (see section 3) that contains pointers to the documents (i.e. OMA document templates, etc.) with real changes 

· Rather than including supplementary Informational text – The Plan would only include change-marked documents for all of OMA’s documents that must be changed 

The author asserts the Plan proposed in this Input will be easier to create and will be more usable.

2 Summary of Contribution

Section 3 is illustrative in that it suggests The Plan should be short and succinct and that all of the real/important changes that must be Approved by the TP will occur in other documents. 

This proposal suggests the following documents MUST be changed:

· AD template

· RD template

· Specification template

· Architecture Review Process document
