1 Reason for Contribution

During the Architecture Working Group’s (ARCH) 2004-09-07 Conference Call, the WG agreed to submit the attached version of the OMA Service Environment (OSE) to the TP for its formal approval. 

The purpose of this Input is codify ARCH’s proposal that the TP approve the OSE. 

2 Summary of Contribution

3 Detailed Proposal

The purpose of the OSE is succinctly summarized in section 1. of the document as follows:

This document describes the OMA Service Environment (OSE), which is a flexible and extensible architecture that offers support to a diverse group of application developers and Service Providers.

The primary intention of the OSE is to promote common architectural principles, across the whole of OMA, for how OMA Enablers are specified and how they interact with one another whilst ensuring architecture integrity, scalability and interoperability, all of which strive to reduce Architecture silo design and hence reduce integration and deployment complexities.

The OSE’s formal Architecture Review started on August 19 and ended on September 03. During this time only a few editorial comments were raised. On September 07 the ARCH reviewed all formal comments and resolved them as documented in the ADRR document OMA-ARC-2004-0298 (attached). The attached version of the OSE reflects all of the resolutions in the ADRR.

During ARCH’s OMA-wide OSE socialization session on August 16, some questions were raised regarding how OMA will migrate to the OSE. To address many of these questions, ARCH created the attached OSE FAQ (OMA-ARC-2004-0294) and agrees with all of the answers. To address the remaining longer-term questions (e.g. what specific changes must be made to the RD template to reflect the OSE, etc.), ARCH started a separate document that will address the questions. 

ARCH believes the attached OSE should be approved by the TP now so the key OSE Principles – i.e. its normative statements – will be effective immediately.

Please note the only attachment for which ARCH seeks the TP’s approval is the OSE document.

4 Intellectual Property Rights
