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1 Reason for Contribution

The reason for this contribution is that OMA membership had expressed their interest in the OSE related activities, and believe that their companies’ products will be directly affected by the architecture and specification of the OSE. In order for these companies to fully appreciate and comply with the specifics of the OSE, they would like to see detailed examples in the “OSE Migration and Rollout” document.
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution proposes that the Arch group discuss the following suggestions and agree to a proposal to incorporate them into the OSE Migration and Rollout document:

1. Revise the scope of the "Migration & Rollout" document to reflect the use of an example.  

2. Identify a suitable example enabler for the migration analysis (e.g., PoC, MMS, BCAST), and 

3. Apply every guideline specified in the document to the example enabler.

3 Detailed Proposal

The Architecture WG is presently busy with the preparation of the “OSE Migration and Rollout” document targeted for use primarily by other OMA WGs. It would be of great values to OMA WGs and also to service providers (interested in eventually migrating to an OSE environment) if more detailed information on the specifics of OSE implementation and the migration of present day enabler environment to the desirable target of OSE is provided. 

One way to achieve this is to couple every specific migration guideline with a suitable example of an actual OMA enabler (e.g., PoC.) This is to show how a guideline is to be followed by OMA groups in the specification of their enablers and how it impacts their requirements for the enablers. 

To facilitate the OSE implementation and to help the industry comply with industry standards painlessly, a sample migration process should be added to the “Migration & Rollout” document. Specifically, the following items could be put on the “OSE Migration & Rollout” task force’s agenda:
1. Revise the scope of the "Migration & Rollout" document to reflect the use of an example.  

2. Identify a suitable example enabler for the migration analysis (e.g., PoC, MMS, BCAST), and 

3. Apply every guideline specified in the document to the example enabler.
