3 Detailed Proposal

The AD should resolve the following questions/comments:
1. Section 4, para 1 says that this AD “converges all location specifications owned by OMA” but all the componentry mentioned in section 4 are derived from 3GPP material – I thought some location specifications in OMA did not come from 3GPP? If that is correct, then this AD needs some material that is not merely referenced from 3GPP.

2. Section 4, last para says “While the MLS architecture is mostly driven by 3GPP, it should
 also comply with OMA’s architecture.”  Does “should” mean that it does comply with the OSE, that you hope it complies but are not sure, or that there is a requirement that it complies (but you don’t know if it does comply).

3. Sections 5. and 5.1 – the INVENT document does not provide any Context Model or Diagram that I can see.  I suggest that you use the diagram from your PPT presentation for the Diagram section.  The Context sections need to describe also how your enabler relates to other enablers in OMA and to the OSE.

4. Section 6 should identify what protocols and interfaces your enabler has.  It should also specify the functions performed by each component of the enabler.  If you reference 3GPP documents, please point to a particular section rather than the whole 100+ page document.

5. Please explain the component/interface that does the name translation operation.  This function looks similar to other OMA components so some “convergence” might be appropriate.

The STI AD is a good example of the type and detail level that is expected from an AD.  The most recently proposed AD template with better explanatory text can be found in document OMA-ARC-2004-0398.
