3 Detailed Proposal

Non-editorial comments:

1. As required by the AD template, this AD should contain a section on Requirements. This section should include the name of the RD the architecture addresses and identify the requirements that are satisfied by the architecture. If no such requirements documents exists, this section should state such.

2. The AD does not address the following requirement in the AD template (version 2004-02-05):

     It should also describe high-level dependencies on other architectures 
     (e.g. other Architecture Documents in OMA).

To address this, enumerate this architecture’s dependencies on other enablers/specifications and for each of the dependencies include its reference (and add the reference to section 2.). If there are no such dependencies, then explicitly state so.

3. Section 5. – since the MMSA  interface is not in scope, the AD must clarify what is meant by “use MMS” in the definition of MMSA. The document should also state why this interface is out of scope (since this seems like a potential interoperability issue).  

4. Section 7. – since OMA is doing e-mail related work, this section describe the relationship to such work.

5. Section 13. – this section should state the relationship between the functionality of the STI enabler and the functionality described in this section (e.g. how could MMS use the STI enabler). 

6. Section 14.1 – this section says “…the issue of charging and/or billing is outside the scope of the MMS specifications.” yet it also says “…MMS can provide some hooks for charging”. These two contradicting statements need clarification.

7. Section 14.2 – need to clarify what is meant by “The following three DRM methods are supported for MMS: …”. For example, what does supported mean in this context, what are the specific dependencies between MMS and DRM; which of the MMS “system elements” are affected by this dependency, etc.

Editorial comments:

1. If there exists Approved Use Cases for the MMS enabler, add the document(s) to the References section and cite it in section 5.1

2. Section 3.2 – add Application

3. Section 15 – the title page is MMS Architecture – not MMS Architecture Overview.
