This contribution provides comments to OMA-ARC-2005-0110R01-Input-for-PEEM-AD.
3 Detailed Proposal

Section 5.4 of the OSEv2 describes the PE functionality, central to the OSE as discussed in OMA-ARC-2005-0091R03-functional_factorization_OSE. This section explains how PE can be deployed and packaged with or without PEEM. It does not discuss the architecture of PEEM nor does it discuss in any usable manner new requirements / features / usage models for PEEM. The PEEM RD describes functionality and usages expected from PEEM and to be supported by the proposed PEEM architecture. This section do not add nor does it even discuss PEEM other than mentioning it as one of the OMA enablers.
Section 8 of the OSE v2 explains how PE can be deployed and packaged with our without PEEM. It does not discuss the architecture of PEEM nor does it discuss in any usable manner new requirements / features / usage models for PEEM. The PEEM RD describes functionality and usages expected from PEEM and to be supported by the proposed PEEM architecture. These sections do not add nor do they even discuss PEEM.

We believe that the use cases and requirements in the approved PEEM RD consider the cases where PEEM is used to realize the PE functionality in the OSE. However, we agree that it is a good idea to have an explicit discussion in the PEEM AD on using the PEEM in the OSE to implement the PE functionality. We would welcome such a contribution or offer to co-author and support it.
