1 Reason for Contribution

This Input Contribution is a response to TP Action Item TP-2005-A017.
2 Summary of Contribution

This document addresses TP-2005-A017, which was worded as follows: 

AP#TP-2005-A017 ARC to consider document [OMA-TP-2005-0033-Review-of-XML-Document-usage-in-OMA] and look in the use of XML within OMA and come to TP how to proceed.
In order to address the Action Item, we answer the following questions:

· Is there value in reuse of XML?

· How could XML be reused be done?

· Who should monitor XML reuse?

3 Detailed Proposal

XML: [according to Google (http://www.rustybrick.com/definitions.php)] Short for Extensible Markup Language, a specification developed by the W3C. XML is a pared-down version of SGML, designed especially for Web documents. It allows designers to create their own customized tags, enabling the definition, transmission, validation, and interpretation of data between applications and between organizations.

XML: [according to OMA-Dictionary-V2_1-20040914-A] The Extensible Markup Language is a World Wide Web Consortium (W3C) standard for Internet markup language, of which WML is one such language.
Is there value in reuse of XML?

XML is often used for “definition, transmission, validation, and interpretation of data”.  
Commonality between OMA XML definitions in OMA specifications should be encouraged.  Reuse should slightly decrease OMA specification development time and could decrease OMA specification implementation time as developers may be able to exploit reusable components for transmitting, validating, and interpretation of XML definitions.  
How could XML be reused be done?

Recognizing that most OMA activities utilize XML definitions, a XML definition dictionary could collect definitions using XML and thereby facilitate reuse of common XML definitions.  To maximize the reuse potential, OMA working groups must contribute to and must be aware of such a XML definition dictionary. 
Who should monitor XML reuse?

It is recognized that MWS has recently started collecting data definitions expressed using XML in [OMA-TS-Common-XML-Data-Dictionary-V1_0-20050516-D].  ARC recommends that MWS continues this responsibility.
