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1 Description

Description and Objectives of Work to be Undertaken (including Justification and Use Cases):

The primary objective of the “Service Discovery” enabler is to act as an enabler implementations registry or catalogue, allowing the publication and discovery at design time, and run-time of information (i.e. meta-data) describing the OMA enabler implementations. This enabler may also be capable (though not specified by OMA) of maintaining such information about other resources.
Depending on requirements, the registry may contain a limited or an unbounded set of information, such as details related to the type of SLAs that could be established with an enabler implementation, or the concurrent versions of an enabler implementation, binding details, business interaction rules with other enablers implementations, also reflecting all the different stages of the enabler implementation lifecycle. It may also reflect the information resulting from the policies that are to be enforced when it is exposed.
The Service Discovery enabler acts as a registry by providing details and references ABOUT the different assets e.g. SDK’s or design patterns, related to the enablers, like in particular information about the I0 and I0+P interfaces, as appropriate, as well as possibly the information to subscribe to its usage. It is however not its role to store these assets directly.
