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1 Description

Description and Objectives of Work to be Undertaken (including Justification and Use Cases):

The OMA has approved the OMA Service Environment (OSE), which describes the logical interactions to from and among OMA enablers and a logical architecture for OMA enabler implementations. OSE v1_0 focuses on detailing of the OSE in a service provider domain.

Several OMA enablers are exposing or using capabilities that can be supported through OSA/Parlay APIs or Parlay X Web Services interfaces.

The OSA/Parlay and Parlay X Web Services specifications [http://www.3gpp.org/ftp/Specs/html-info/TSG-WG--C5.htm] have been endorsed by the several other organizations and deployed or considered for deployment by service providers.
The Parlay Group has already defined interfaces for functions that are similar to or overlap OMA enablers (e.g. presence, location). Many OMA members participate in the Parlay Group, either as customers or vendors. The OSA/Parlay APIs and Parlay X Web Services specifications are published as ETSI / 3GPP / 3GPP2 specifications, and again many OMA members also participate in ETSI, 3GPP and 3GPP2. 

The Parlay Group has provided an analysis on how it can be used to provide realizations of the OSE [www.parlay.org  (front page under white papers)].

In the present work item, the work will focus on determining how the OSE and OSE elements integrate and take advantage of Parlay components:

· How can the OSE be used to interact with OSA/Parlay resources (Gateways, framework and Service Capability Servers (SCS))

· How OMA enabler implementations can take advantage of Parlay in particular to avoid overlaps as urged by 3GPP in its liaison to OMA (OMA-TP-2004-0306-3GPPSA-LS-Web-Services).

· How Parlay X Web Services interfaces can coexist and be used with OMA enablers within the OSE

· The respective role and responsibilities of OSE components like Policy enforcer, OMA enabler implementations and OSA/Parlay components like the OSA/Parlay gateway, OSA/Parlay framework, Policy SCS and other SCSs.

The objective is to provide a level of convergence by showing how OSA/Parlay and OMA specifications can be integrated and implementation / realizations coexist.
Deliverable(s):

· A requirement document that describes requirements on the integration of OSA/Parlay, Parlay X Web Services and OSE.
· An architecture document that provides recommendation on the coexistence and use of OSA/Parlay, Parlay X Web Services and OSE together.

Existing Specifications or Documents Affected:

None as this activity explains how OSE can be realized and coexists with OSA/Parlay and Parlay X Web Services. It should not affect OSA/Parlay or Parlay X Web Services specifications.
However, after completion of the specification, we expect clarification of the relationships between OSE,OMA enablers and OSA/Parlay and Parlay X Web Services specifications. As a result this may help OMA working groups better understand how and where they can take advantage of these specifications to accelerate OMA work, when and where appropriate.

Linked Work Items:

None are immediately affected. All work may be helped in their endeavour if they can reuse of the OSA/Parlay and Parlay X Web Services to speed up their work as a result of the analysis that will result from this work.

Services build using the OSE and OMA enablers implementations can rely on OSA/Parlay and Parlay X Web Services features as well.
Architecture Impacts:

The output of the work will provide the detailed architecture that describes how the OSE and OSE components can be integrated with Parlay components.
Charging/Billing Impacts:

The output of the work will investigate how a particular deployment of a charging enabler may utilize Parlay components, in conjunction with MCC. 
Security Impacts:

The output of the work will provide the detailed architecture that describes how the OSE and OSE components integrate with Parlay components and how security may be provided in the two environments in a coordinated manner.
Privacy Impacts:

It is to be determined if there are privacy impact.
