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1 Reason for Contribution

I would like to suggest an alternative to the rewording of section 4.1 of the AD template -- I think we should remove the Use Case section completely, much like we removed the Requirements section.  My reasoning is that the REQ template and intent has evolved to more explicitly recognize that the RD should not include any component or system design aspects -- a recent RD template revision explicitly removed these sections.  Note that Actors (identified in the RD uses cases, defined as "Actors are people, organisations or applications that interact during the course of events in the use case.") are not equivalent to enabler components.   Identifying components is part of the AD process, not the RD process.   Additionally, if we're only going to reference a normative section (requirements), why would we actually repeat ("describe the use cases....") information from an informative section?

Delete section 4.1 of the AD template.
3 Detailed Proposal

All of section 4.1 of the AD template (titled “Use Cases”) should be deleted.
