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1 Reason for Contribution

Action item from the MAE DCD conference call meeting on 13 July, 2005 to add Management Authority definition to the OMA Dictionary.  This definition is presently used by both DM and DCD.
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution proposes definition that can be added to the dictionary OMA-Dictionary-V2_1-20040914-A. 
3 Detailed Proposal
Management Authority:  An entity that has the right to perform a specific function on a Device or manipulate a given data element or parameter. For example, the Network Operator, handset manufacturer, enterprise, or Device owner may be the authority or share authority for managing the Device. One Management Authority may own all Device resources or may share or delegate all or parts of these with/to other Management Authorities

4 Intellectual Property Rights

Members and their Affiliates (collectively, "Members") agree to use their reasonable endeavours to inform timely the Open Mobile Alliance of Essential IPR as they become aware that the Essential IPR is related to the prepared or published Specification.
