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1 Reason for Contribution

Document OMA-ARC-2005-0261R02-Policy-Expression-Languages has been submitted.
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution makes some comments to OMA-ARC-2005-0261R02-Policy-Expression-Languages.  
We appreciate the changes made to revision R02. It indeed tries to address most of the comment that we made over e-mail and at the conference call when this was discussed. 

However, we are concerned that the use of “should” be understood as a need to support the different languages syntax instead of rather a recommendation to support the functions expressed by those languages. We do not believe the PEEM RD requires the PEEM policy expression language to reuse the exact syntax of existing domain-specific policy expression languages. The PEEM language may reuse some parts of these domain-specific policy languages, or it may define new language constructs. In fact, the RD does not require a PEEM implementation to understand and operate on an SP's existing policy repository. Therefore, we propose text change accordingly.
3 Detailed Proposal

We propose the following change (in change tracking mode):

The PEEM specification has to take into account that a service provider may have defined and deployed policies (e.g. according the examples mentioned above), when defining a policy expression language. Any PEEM policy expression language needs to support the functions (semantics) of the existing domain-specific policy languages in particular the capabilities provided by the examples above. This facilitates the use of PEEM while minimizing the efforts needed to support the existing policies function in PEEM policies.
