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1 Reason for Contribution

Document OMA-ARC-2005-0327-Add_new_interface_categories_to_OSE has been submitted.
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution proposes an alternate way to address the issues raised in OMA-ARC-2005-0327-Add_new_interface_categories_to_OSE without requiring the introduction of a new interface category.
3 Detailed Proposal
3.1 Discussion
We use the terminology introduced in OMA-ARC-2005-0327-Add_new_interface_categories_to_OSE for reverse invocation and event processing.

In both cases the issue raised involves a requestor who needs to receive asynchronous events from an enabler.

3.1.1 Reverse invocation

In the case of the reverse invocation described in OMA-ARC-2005-0327-Add_new_interface_categories_to_OSE, if a requestor interfaces this way with an enabler, it has registered through its previous interactions (Step A in OMA-ARC-2005-0327-Add_new_interface_categories_to_OSE) an event listener. When the enabler generates the asynchronous event, it is passed to the listener
. 

An enabler that supports asynchronous events must support registering event listeners and passing event listeners through its interface. It is therefore part of the I0 interface. In the use case considered in OMA-ARC-2005-0327-Add_new_interface_categories_to_OSE, policy may be enforced on the asynchronous event. Listener registration and event passing are part of the I0+P interface.
3.1.2 Event processing
Similarly, if a requestor can subscribe to enabler’s events (e.g. presence) as described in step B, this is specified as part of the enabler I0 interface and exposed as I0+P.

When the resulting event notifications are sent to the subscribed requestor, this is again specified by the enabler and therefore done through the I0 interface, exposed as I0+P

3.2 Analysis

The I0 and I0+P categories of interfaces are sufficient, because:

· Nothing in the OSE excludes from the definition asynchronous events

· When supported by an enabler registration of listener / subscription and passing the events are methods that are part of the specified enabler and therefore encompassed by I0. 
If we determine that this could be clarified, we propose the following change instead.

3.3 Possible CR

	I0
	I0 is the category of interface to an enabler's intrinsic functions.

I0 interfaces are exposed to applications and enablers when the policies that are to be enforced do not require any additional parameters or when no policy is associated to the request to this enabler.

I0 interfaces are specified by OMA.
	I0 may encompass interfaces to what in some areas are called “service building blocks” like location and messaging, as well as to traditional  “business support functions” like subscriber management.
When defined by an enabler, I0 includes asynchronous events and methods to register / subscribe listeners to these events.
