2 Summary of Contribution

OMA-PAG answers to the 3 OMA-ARC questions in OMA-PAG-2005-0518 are given.
3 Detailed Proposal

Question A) 
Would the group have any particular concern in using a common policy expression language defined by PEEM, to be reused by all the WGs?'

Answer A):
OMA-PAG has chosen to base its work on the authorisation rules in the IETF [PRESAUTH] and [COMMONPOL]. 
Thus a new common policy language should from an OMA-PAG perspective be really simple and straightforward and backward compatible to what we already have specified. 
What we need is an extensible language wherein we can define our <conditions> and <actions>. 
We think that [COMMONPOL] is really simple and extensible and that it defines a structure of <conditions> and <actions>. 
It is exactly what we need and it can also be re-used by other applications in the same way we did for Presence. 
It is therefore used in e.g. OMA-TS-PoC_XDM-V1_0 to define the PoC policies.

Question B) 
What would be your requirements for such a policy expression language? 
Please note the latest version of the PEEM AD 
(OMA-AD-Policy_Evaluation_Enforcement_Management-V1_0_0-20050824-D) 
contains some properties in chapter 5.5.2 for the policy expression language. We would appreciate any comment you might have on those

Answer B):
We think from OMA-PAG perspective that the policy language should be
-simple (along the lines of <rule>, <condition>, <action>) 
-XML based 
-extensible 
-backward compatible with the presence authorization rules specified in OMA-TS-Presence_SIMPLE_XDM-V1_0.

Question C) 
Do you have a preferred candidate for a common policy expression language? 
Please note the latest version of the PEEM AD, in Appendix "B" and "C", shows a set (not definitive) 
of languages under consideration. We would appreciate any comment you might have on them.

Answer C):
As understood from above we think that [COMMONPOL] is the main candidate (simple, extensible, already defined)
