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1 Reason for Contribution

OSE provides well-defined common framework for the “integrated unified and well coordinated OMA Service Enabler Environment”; however, it does not specify nor restrict interface specification. To simplify reuse of enablers, OMA should agree to use a consistent technique for defining enabler interfaces. 
This contribution is intended to reaffirm the need of using a common technique for the description of I0 interfaces, and to propose further discussion about how this need can be addressed within ARC group and OMA.
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution proposes that a unified technique is needed to define OSE I0 interfaces and suggests further discussions on next steps to be taken.
3 Detailed Proposal

One of OMA’s primary goals is to increase the level of enabler reuse when doing our specifications. As a standards organization, we should also be trying to provide specifications that are as precise and unambiguous as possible. Enabler I0 interfaces are today being described using English, which can often be interpreted differently.  We should endeavour to improve specification delivery speed and accuracy. 
To achieve these goals, we propose to ask technical specification WGs to use a single technique in defining I0 interfaces.
In addition to the use of single technique in defining I0 interfaces, we believe that web services specifications of I0 interfaces intended to be used by external applications or systems (e.g. DM-WSI) should be defined. The use of web services will be of benefit to OMA in that it eases implementation of OMA enablers and thus facilitates the adoption of OMA standards. 
With regard to the use of web services, we may need to consult mobile web services (MWS) working group about which web services technology to use.
4 Intellectual Property Rights

Members and their Affiliates (collectively, "Members") agree to use their reasonable endeavours to inform timely the Open Mobile Alliance of Essential IPR as they become aware that the Essential IPR is related to the prepared or published Specification. 5 Recommendation

We recommend that ARC discuss this contribution and agree to following suggestions.
1. A single technique should be used in defining I0 interfaces.

2. If the group agrees to proposal 1, to further discuss which technique will be used.

3. Web services specifications of I0 interfaces which are intended to be used by external applications or systems (e.g. DM-WSI) should be defined.
4. If the group agrees to proposal 3, to further discuss which web services technology will be used. Cooperation with MWS working group may be required.
5. To further discuss how to reflect the conclusion to OMA standardization activities. (e.g. socialization with other working groups)
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
