2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution provides some comments to OMA-ARC-2006-0101-support-feature-PEL-in-TS.

3 Detailed Proposal

3.1 Comments to the proposed PEL constructs
This contribution has no particular comments on the proposed PEL constructs as well as their motivation and explanation as presented in OMA-ARC-2006-0099-PEL-support-list-suggestion and OMA-ARC-2006-0100-PEL-support-scenarios. 

We actually believe that it is consistent (as a subset) with the list of constructs provided as part of our proposal OMA-ARC-2006-0105-PEL_constructs_and_progress_proposal.

3.2 Comments to the recommendations

Our main concern with this contribution comes from the fact that we understand the agreed next steps as consisting first into a compilation of proposed construct. 

That analysis is not necessarily argued by proponents of different approach but rather a compilation of what all identify as needed.

We will then undergo a period of rationalization to decide how to treat the compiled constructs. 

Until that phase is completed, the construct may have to be compiled in a temporary document, but not in the TS. The TS will be started after completion of such a task.

Therefore we do not believe that the construct input should be captured as CR to the TS nor that the recommendations should be for inclusion in the TS.
4 Intellectual Property Rights

5 Recommendations
We recommend that the ARC WG agrees with the interpretation of the next steps provided in section 3.2.
Therefore, we recommend that ARC creates and maintains for now a working document that contains the compilation of proposed PEL constructs and any other related material that is deemed needed. This may be done in ways analogous to the issues lists.

We recommend that Arc agrees not to discuss the initial input as input to TS but as input to the compiled list. This will facilitate discussion and ensure that evaluations of the proposals are done based on the global set of proposed constructs and not partial incomplete view of the options and issues.

After rationalization of the list and agreement on how to them dispose the construct, input to the TS can be considered. 
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
