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1 Reason for Change

In ARC conf call on August 8th I got an action item to look at requirement HLF-07 in the OSE RD: 
HLF-07: “The OMA Service Environment MUST support seamless user mobility, user equipment mobility and service mobility between multi-vendor and multi-domain environments irrespective of the underlying network infrastructure.”

The OMA dictionary provides: 
Domain: A set of objects, each of which is related by a characterizing relationship to a controlling object. For example, an internet domain is a set of resources that share a common address. 
End User: An individual who uses services and content. 
Mobility: The ability to receive service independent of location or while moving. 
Seamless handover: "Seamless handover" is a handover without perceptible interruption of the radio connection. 

In the process of trying to interpret the requirement I came to believe that the goal of this requirement is to achieve end user mobility, in such a way that the mobility does not appear to impact the service that the end user is enjoying while moving.
