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1 Reason for Contribution

Further investigation was required before resolving issue #73 of the OSPE ADRR.
2 Summary of Contribution

During OSPE AD review an issue was recorded on SMAC, 1st. paragraph, 5th. Sentence (last), Section 5.3.1.2.  The meeting offered to add “but not semantically” to the following text and improve the wording.
The SMAC considers Service Attributes as transparent; it understands the Service Attributes syntactically but not semantically.
As part of this contribution, the authors suggest to enhance the proposal with an example clarifying the use of Service Attributes and Attribute Qualifiers and SMAC ‘applications’ that do semantically understand Service Attributes.
3 Detailed Proposal

5.3.1.3
SMAC

In order to support the functions mentioned in Section 5.3 (such as being able to compute the dependencies), the SMAC can parse and traverse Service Models, and supports registration and management of Service Deployment Instances, and Service Packages. Elements of the Service Model can have Inherent Attributes (for example its life-cycle state, its version, or its location) and/or Service Attributes (for example maximum number of concurrent users).  A qualifier, optionally associated with these attributes, could indicate to applications the role the attribute has.  SLT and LCM activities such as Provisioning are example applications.  The SMAC considers Service Attributes as transparent; it understands the Service Attributes syntactically, but not semantically.

NOTE:
Appendix B contains an informative description of the data model maintained by SMAC.

For example, assume the existence of a Service Attribute conveying the maximum number of concurrent users.  Also assume that this Service Attribute is qualified with a Qualified Attribute with the value “provisioning”.  A provisioning process (e.g. executed in the OSPE Server) will be able to query Service Attributes and filter for Service Attributes with a certain Qualified Attribute.  Assume the provisioning process retrieves the Service Attribute conveying the maximum number of concurrent users; it may use this value when executing the provisioning process since the provisioning process is expected to syntactically and semantically understand Service Attributes relevant for and qualified as “provisioning”.
