	Service User Profile
	A Service Provider managed set of information related to a User, that may be used to create personalized and contextualized services. The set of information may include both static and dynamic information available for example from the User Profile, User’s Characteristic Description and user context (e.g. location, presence, current device capabilities). 

	Service User Profile Data Model
	This data model used to represent the Service User Profile.  It is the way to identify the data elements being processed (read, written, ...).

	User’s Characteristic Description
	Information that permits to describe user characterisation (e.g. user’s interest and hobbies), generally as an analysis result from user’s related data (user’s basic information, extended information, historical behaviour data, etc.). This information is derived from such analysis and may be represented for example by specific “topic tags”, with each tag being a specific topic (e.g., sports, finance, music) associated with a percentage of the relevance of the user to the specific topic.

	User Context
	Information related to the current context of the user, such as location, presence, current device capabilities 

	User Preferences
	User’s related set of information allowing the user to define his/her preferred way a given service should be run for him/her, in order to be able to experiment the service in accordance with his preferences

5.3.3 SUPM-1 Interface

SUPM-1 is an interface that allows to query/update data pertaining to Service User Profile data.  To do so, this interface needs to provide a way to indicate which operation is to be performed and ONTO WHICH data this operation has to be executed.  The "Service User Profile Data Model" (see definition section) is the wording used to represent this "ONTO WHICH data this operation has to be executed". Its detailed definition is provided by ServUserProf Technical Specification.

As explained in the definition section, the data pertaining to Service User Profile data is a Service Provider managed set of information related to a User, some of them being static (typically provisioned), others being dynamic (typically contextual). 

Usually, the static data are configured by the Service Provider, they represent the way a user can use a service, in line with his subscription and the service capabilities and options, and will allow  this service to be run properly (even to be charged in accordance with those service characteristics). Some of these data are more "under responsability" of the user, in the sense that the service will be globally run the same way (wrt to running properly, being charged adequately, ...), but with slight amendments (way the user address is presented, user's preferred way of being informed of an event, way to present messages, ...). This subset is referred to as “User preferences”. Some other static data represent information usually derived from the study (usually conducted by the Service provider) of the habits of the user, and is referred to as “User’s Characteristic Description”.   

The way a service provider manages and controls this set of information is outside the scope of this document
