So, PSA references normatively an abandoned specification, but does not reference the specifications that should actually be referenced (Parlay X 29.199-01 to 29.199-22).

Solution proposal:

It is suggested to list all 22 parts of Parlay X technical spec in the RRELD. Note that it is proposed to include the 3GPP Release number (REL. 8) in the document identifiers in section 5, pretty much the same way we include date and status of OMA documents in the RRELD.
Proposal for Release Program (related to open action item PSA-2009-A015):

Include a note under “Technical specifications” as follows: 

The PSA Technical specifications have been developed by OMA, but are published and maintianed by 3GPP as part of Release 8. The RRELD document of the PSA Reference Release contains a listing of all 3GPP Technical specifications that belong to PSA 1.0. The set includes the WSDL definitions for the suite of Parlay X Web Services.
