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1 Reason for Contribution

In Parlay X Part 3, an enumeration type “AddressDirection” is referenced but not defined.
The addition of this type to ParlayX part 1 has been proposed and agreed by 3GPP document C5-070635, at CT5#41, 31 Oct - 2 Nov 2007 in Paris, FRANCE.

It was however never implemented.

Therefore, the Parlay X spec can be considered broken, and an “essential error correction” CR against 3GPP Release 8 seems justified. We may also need to fix the Release 9 spec.
Meanwhile, it has become apparent that only CallNotification uses this type. Therefore, this CR is brought forward again, but this time as an update to TS 29.199-03-820. 

Also NGSI-S (which uses Parlay X WSDLs as a baseline) relies on this change.
2 Summary of Contribution
This contribution adds the AddressDirection enumeration type to Parlay X TS 29.199-03-820. It also modifies the Parlay X part 3 WSDLs. The updated WSDLs are attached to this document.

Change 1:  Add the AddressDirection enumeration type to Parlay X TS 29.199-03-820 as a new section 7.5:
