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1 Reason for Change

This document closes action ARC-2011-A065 for the principles document: “to produce a proposal to split the process and technical related principles into separate sections.” 

It has been found by the author that the separation between technical and process not too bad already after the discussions in Sorrento discussions. The mentioning of “one API – one WID” was the only thing that needed to be moved from the more technical, general section to the process section.

Also, a principle for TS common was missing, even though there is one for the WP. It is therefore suggested to add that.

Also, an editorial swipe through the document has been performed.

Finally, some of the MUST, SHOULD and MAY were changed – mainly by downgrading MUSTs to SHOULDs. ARC cannot really mandate here, but recommend.

The initial version of this CR received an objection from RIM in R&A: 
It is not quite clear , what the author intends to propose in Section 5.3 , Principle #3 . A discusion would be helpful to understand this . Secondly , the proposal in the Introduction seems bit too strong. I wish there had been a separate contribution to address the editorial changes. Because there is quite of bit editorial and proposal so mixed together.

In fact, sections were objected which really introduce very small (editorial or close-to-editorial) changes, and it seems the objection was rather against the content of the underlying permdoc which was in fact agreed in Sorrento.
Therefore, with this revision, a number of companies wishes to express the opinion that this objection is invalid, and therefore resubmit the contribution as R01 with the un-modified attachment. The only change is the extension of the list of co-signers.
