The purpose of this letter is to ask OMA regarding ISG CIM use of the term "NGSI-LD" 

As mentioned in the correspondence (b) above:
"The intention of ETSI  ISG CIM is to begin the API work using OMA NGSI-9 and NGSI-10 as the baseline for further discussions. 
and as mentioned in the email (c) above:
"How could we agree (between ETSI and OMA) to use NGSI in ETSI in a similar way than NGSI-S used in “SOAP Binding for NGSI” used in” OMA SOAP Binding for Multimedia Streaming” ? "
The plan of ISG CIM as decided in the plenary this week is to use the string "NGSI-LD" to uniquely label some protocol terms and namespaces and full naming of the ISG CIM API to indicate the evolution from the NGSI and JSON-LD work. We will _not_ use any language which indicates responsibility of OMA for outputs of the ISG CIM group.
