4. Introduction

The Technical Specification for the OMA RESTful CAB API contains HTTP protocol bindings for Converged Address Book (CAB) Enabler, using the REST architectural style. The specification provides resource definitions, the HTTP verbs applicable for each of these resources, and the element data structures, as well as support material including flow diagrams and examples using the various supported message body formats (i.e. XML, JSON, and form-urlencoding). 
The JSON format used in the CAB APIs 1.0 specificaation should follow requirements in [REST_common].
Editor’s Note: It is FFS if the ALM REST APIs and CAB APIs will merge into one specification, or alternatively CAB APIs TS will include reuse of ALM with the CAB APIs extensions to allow easy reading for developers and a central place for all address book APIs. ALM CRs towards a more generic use are expected.  
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
