	Categorization Management Requestor
	Represents a resource (e.g. application, enabler) that issues a request for categories association with content signatures to the CBCS Content Categorization Component 

	Categorization Rules Management Requestor
	Represents a resource (e.g. application, enabler) that issues a request for Categorization Rules management to the CBCS Content Categorization Component.

	Content Categorization  Requestor
	Represents a resource (e.g. application, enabler) that issues a request for content categorization to the CBCS Content Categorization Component.

	Content Screening  Requestor
	Represents a resource (e.g. application, enabler) that issues a request for content screening to the CBCS Content Screening Component.

	Delegated Resource
	Represents a resource (e.g. application, enabler) to which CBCS may delegate certain Screening Rules actions or Categorization Rules actions during the rules processing process.

	Screening  Rules Management Requestor
	Represents a resource (e.g. application, enabler) that issues a request for Screening Rules management to the CBCS Content Screening Component.

	Target Resource
	Represents the destination resource (e.g. application, enabler) for a request made by another resource.

	Target Resource Requestor
	Represents a resource (e.g. application, enabler) that issues a request to a target resource.
