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1 Reason for Contribution

The purpose of this input contribution is to define the PEM-2 and CBCS-2 interfaces for the CBCS Enabler in the simplest possible way.
2 Summary of Contribution

According to the CBCS Architecture Document, the CBCS Enabler shall reuse the PEM-2 interface as the management interface into the Content Screening Component.  The purpose of the PEM-2 interface in CBCS is to manage (add, delete, view, modify) Screening Rules, which are instantiations of PEEM Policies. We propose therefore that the PEM-2 interface can be re-used directly in CBCS without any additions or modifications.
The CBCS Enabler has another, similar interface into the Content Categorization Component to manage Categorization Rules, called CBCS-2.  Though the functionality of the CBCS-2 interface is identical to PEM-2, it could not be called the same because the Content Categorization Component is not necessarily an instantiation of the PEEM Enabler.  However, we do propose that the CBCS-2 interface can be based directly on PEM-2 without any additions or modifications.

To reflect this, section 3 proposes simple (normative) text for inclusion into the CBCS TS.  Note that we shall also have to add a normative reference for the PEM-2 TS.
3 Detailed Proposal

5.5 PEM-2 interface
The CBCS Enabler SHALL support the PEM-2 interface [PEM2-TS] for the management of Screening Rules.  Screening Rules SHALL be instantiations of PEEM Policies [PEL-TS].
5.6 CBCS-2 interface
The CBCS-2 interface for the management of Content Categorization Rules SHALL be compliant to [PEM2-TS].  Content Categorization Rules MAY be instantiations of PEEM Policies [PEL-TS], but MAY also be other types of rules.
