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1 Reason for Contribution

This contribution provides some considerations in an attempt to kick-off the GPM Technical Specification work.
2 Summary of Contribution

3 Detailed Proposal

The GPM AD was completed on 2007-09-24. No TS contributions have been submitted to date. To some extent, that is not directly cause for concern, since the GPM technical specifications will re-use the PEEM technical specifications:

· PEM-1 - Permissions checking request interface

· PEM-2 - Permissions rule management interface

However, the GPM WISPR schedule does provide cause for concern:

· Detailed Specification Development Start: 2007-11-05 (That is next week Monday)

· Consistency Review Start: 2007-12-03 (That is before the London meeting)

In addition, we cannot assume that the PEEM technical specifications can be re-used as is. Some considerations might include:

For PEM-1:

· Do we need GPM specific additional standard templates, or are the current standard PEM-1 templates sufficient?

· Do we need to define GPM specific values for the PEM-1 Standard Input Template values for e.g. templateID? For example ‘OMA_GPM_1’?

· Do the GRANT and DENY decisions for permissions checking map appropriately to PEM-1 Standard Output Template values for statusCode?

· Do we need additional text values in addition to the codes indicating GRANT and DENY?

· Do we need a DIAMETER binding example for a GPM Permissions Rule?

· Do we need a SOAP binding example for GPM Permissions Rule?

For PEM-2:

· Permissions rule management includes operations for creating, reading, deleting, modifying, listing, suspending, resuming and setting priorities of Permissions Rules, as well as associating/disassociating permission rules with attributes, application feature sets, Permissions Targets. PEM-2 provides support for creating, modifying, deleting, and viewing. Is this sufficient?

· There are also a number of requirements with respect to notifications of changes to the permissions rules. Now that ARC decided to use a profile of XDM for PEM-2, subscription/notification for such document changes is possible. Should we extend PEM-2 via GPM, or should we consider extending PEEM specifications with the notification mechanism?

For the Permissions Rules:

· Should we look at some examples of possible permissions rules, and verify if PEL is sufficiently expressive?

· Are extensions to PEL Ruleset necessary? What extensions?

Summary:

The GPM WISPR indicates that the Architecture Working Group needs to make progress on the GPM TS, per the OMA work programme. These bullet items for PEM1 (permissions checking), PEM-2 (permissions rule management) and PEL (permissions rules language) are provided as considerations for potential future contributions to the GPM Technical Specifications. These bullet lists are not exhaustive, other items may be identified along the way.

5 Recommendation

This contribution recommends that ARC discusses these considerations in Section 3, to start the work for the GPM Technical Specification.
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
