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1 Reason for Contribution

Initial content proposal for GPM Permissions Rule Management section 5.3 in the baseline GPM TS.
2 Summary of Contribution

The GPM Architecture Document, in section 5.3.3, defines the behaviour of the Permissions Rule Management interface. This contribution proposes initial text for this interface.
3 Detailed Proposal

5.3 Permissions Rule Management Interface

The GPM Permission Rule Management interface is derived from PEM-2 [PEM-2 TS]. This implies the following:

· The PEM-2 interface SHALL be used to manipulate GPM permission rules [PEM-2 TS].

· The GPM permission rule identifier (i.e. Policy identifier) SHALL be an XCAP URI [RFC 4825].

· The GPM Permission Rule Management interface SHALL use the PEM-2 Application Usage as specified in [PEM-2 TS]. 

Editor’s note: Further study is required on how to associate Permissions Rules with a Permissions Target. PEM-2 does not pass the Permissions Target as an explicit parameter. A possibility is to group the Permissions Rules per Permissions Target, in a directory structure. Such a directory structure would then have to be specified as part of this GPM TS.
5.3.1 Permissions Rules management functions

The Permissions Rules management functions available to a Management Requester include the ability to create, read, delete, modify, list, suspend, resume and set priorities of Permissions Rules [GPM-AD]. PEM-2 defines four Policy Management Operations [PEM-2]. This section defines how the Permissions Rules management functions map to the PEM-2 Policy Management Operations:

· The PEM-2 Create Policy operation defined in [PEM-2 TS] SHALL be used to “create” a permission rule.

· The PEM-2 Modify Policy operation defined in [PEM-2 TS] SHALL be used to “modify” a permission rule.

· The PEM-2 Delete Policy operation defined in [PEM-2 TS] SHALL be used to “delete” a permission rule.

· The PEM-2 View Policy operation defined in [PEM-2 TS] SHALL be used to “read” a permission rule.

Editor’s note: Further study is required on how to deal with the Permissions Rules management function “list”. In part, it depends on the interpretation of the semantics for “list”. If “list” is to be interpreted as a list of “read” operations, one could use a sequence of PEM-2 View Policy operations, with one invocation per GPM permission rule identifier (i.e. Policy Identifier/XCAP URI). However, that implies that you know the XCAP URI for all the rules, for a particular target. How would you know? A different interpretation of “list” could be that it is a listing of the XCAP URIs themselves (i.e. you don’t know what they are, and want to obtain a list – so you can go read them).

Editor’s note: Further study is required on how to deal with the Permissions Rules management functions “suspend” and “resume”. “Suspend” cannot be mapped to the Delete operation, because this operation releases the XCAP URI, and hence the permissions rule cannot be “resumed” again. Perhaps the Modify operation can be used to change an attribute or element in the XML document representing the permissions rule, but that may require a change to the XML Schema of PEL. Perhaps a “suspended” permission rule can be placed in a separate repository.

Editor’s note: Further study is required on how to deal with the Permissions Rules management function “set priorities”. Perhaps the Modify operation can be used if “priority” is part of the PEL Schema for BPEL and Commonpol.
