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1 Reason for Contribution

OMA-ARC-GSSM-2007-0001R0x-INP_GSSM_Architecture_Proposal has been discussed but did not satisfy all parties yet.
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution presents an alternative for the GSSM logical architecture as well as suggested contextual diagrams.
3 Detailed Proposal

5.2 Architectural Diagram

The logical architecture diagram of GSSM is represented in Figure 1.
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Figure 1 – GSSM logical architecture

It identifies three logical components:

· A GSSM Policy Enforcer Component responsible for applying the GSSM specific policies and workflow in response to a specific request for subscription or GSSM profile manipulation (including validation inquiry). Such policies may involve request to other resources.
· A subscriber management component responsible for supporting subscription data manipulation. 

· A profile management component responsible for supporting GSSM profile data manipulation. 

The GSSM enabler presents two interfaces:

· GSSM-1 for all subscription or GSSM profile manipulation (including validation inquiry).

· GSSM-2 for management of the GSSM PE policies. It is based on PEM-2

5.2.1 Contextual diagram
[GSSM-RD] emphasizes the need to appropriately coexist with OSS/BSS. This is illustrated in Figure 2.
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Figure 2 – Contextual coexistence example with OSS/BSS

Accordingly, calls to modify subscriptions are passed to OSS/BSS that initiates all resulting flows including subscription update. The same may sometimes happen for some preferences (profile). OSS/BSS changes directly update the data (zero policies). Other requesters may be subjects to policies to initiate OSS/BSS flows and other GSSM actions (e.g. notifications).
Figure 3 similarly illustrates the interactions with anetwork based SuM (Subscription Management) systems as specified for example by TISPAN and 3GPP. This assumes that these SuM systems have worked out their relationship to OSS/BSS.
