3 Detailed Proposal

In general, we agree that the subscription data was owned by BSS(the term which is defined by GSSM-2008-0001).We also agree that the interaction between GSSM and BSS through I2 interface and this is out scope GSSM.

To sum up the issues were take place during the last meeting, there are two main questions may need to be discussed:

1. Does the group think that the GSSM-1 interface is the interface actually do the work of "write access for GSSM-3"?

Based on GSSM requirement, GSSM need to provide a interface to subscribe/unsubscribe a service. That is why we have a GSSM-1 interface here. And also we can read from GSSM requirement document:
The GSSM Enabler SHALL provides the authorized principal with a mechanism to change the Subscription Profile (e.g., contents, channels, valid term).

There is a need for GSSM to provide a interface to change the profile. So, if we look at currently GSSM AD, if GSSM-3 interface is only for read, that means GSSM-1 interface need to provide a interface to change the profile.

OK. So the second question is:

How to distinguish the GSSM-1 and GSSM-3 interface? Based on read or write capability? or?
More questions:

1. in 3.2 Implications it's reads:

As a result we recommend that GSSM-1 be read-only as it only provides a view of the data.

Does it mean GSSM-3?

2. In 3.3 Note 5 it's reads:

The PMC typically aggregate any data repository that contains data relevant to subscription and user profile. 

So how about if the requester wants to change some of the user profile? Out of scope? or through GSSM-1?
