6.2.3.5 IM Session end

The closing of a session can either be at the initiative of the IM Server or the IM Client.

Figure 1 shows the charging request transactions between the Charging Enabler User in the IM Server and the Charging Enabler when the IM session is closed at the initiative of the IM Client.

The last 200 OK response from the IM Server has been omitted from the figure but can occur at any point after the SIP BYE is received by the IM Server.
1. The IM Client triggers a [SIP BYE] towards the IM Server to terminate the IM Session.
2. The Charging Enabler User in the IM Server receiving a [SIP BYE] message SHALL trigger a CH-1 StopRecord message towards the Charging Enabler.
3. The Charging Enabler acknowledges with a CH-1 Response message.
Figure 1 shows the charging request transactions between the Charging Enabler User in the IM Server and the Charging Enabler when the IM Session is closed at the initiative of the IM Client.
