This call flow is triggered by Operational Environment’s internal execution logic or by Operational Administrator to request the KPIinOMA-enabled Instance start collecting specific KPI related Performance Measurement. 
1. Operational Environment send the request to  KPIinOMA-enabled Instance for collecting specific KPI related Performance Measurement
2. KPIinOMA-enabled Instance may respond the acknowledgement to the Operational Environment for the request.
3. Receiving the Performance Measurement Collection Request from Operational Environment, KPIinOMA-enabled Instance start collecting the Performance Measurement according to the request or the pre-defined logic. This step is out of scope. 
4. Finishing the collection, KPIinOMA-enabled Instance reports the collected Performance Measurement to the Operational Environment.  
5. Operational Environment may respond the acknowledgement to the KPIinOMA-enabled Instance.

5.3.1.2 Operational Environment
