6 Detailed Change Proposal

7.1 Use case

7.1.1 UC XX: Streaming - Continuous Charging

End-user accessing content provider’s server wants to use her mobile phone to follow an ice hockey game as a streaming service. The end-user is provided with information about the rate of the service (e.g. 1 EUR per minute). Charging is made towards the end-user’s prepaid account. The access charging is free of charge. 

· The end-user requests for content, and the content delivery is started. Also the charging is started by reserving/debiting a certain amount of credits (for e.g. the next five minutes).

· The content provider meters the service usage. As the previously reserved/debited credits are consumed, the content provider makes an interim charging requests as needed during the service provision to make a new reservation/debit.
· The end user stops using the service. At the same time the charging is stopped and the unused units are refunded.
In this use case it is assumed that:

· The content provider and the mobile network operator, whose subscriber the end-user is, have a commercial relation ship.

· The authentication of the user is done automatically.
