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1 Reason for Contribution

This contribution is made in order to provide initial text for the chapter “Scope” of the Charging AD.
2 Summary of Contribution

The scope of the charging enabler in general, and the AD in particular, has been touched upon in MCC meeting a couple of times, e.g. during the joint meeting with 3GPP(2), or when discussing document OMA-MCC-2004-0168 (Annotated OSE), or the current AD draft itself (OMA-AD_Charging-V1_0-20041012-D.doc). The proposed text below tries to summarize the outcome of these discussions.
3 Detailed Proposal

Scope

This architecture document describes how entities making up OMA enablers, or making up applications utilizing OMA enablers, need to be combined with each other, with the charging infrastructure of any underlying communication network, and with additional (charging specific) functional entities if needed. This means identifying these entities, describing their behavior if they are new, and describing their interactions (via reference points).

This description is part of the charging enabler. The charging enabler will comprise a set of specifications describing how any OMA enabler, or an application utilizing OMA enablers can perform the task of charging in a way that meets the requirements described in the Charging RD.

The charging enabler defines charging for the OMA service environment (OSE), which is the generic representation of an application making use of OMA enablers. The OSE is considered a generalization that can represent any deployment of OMA enablers and applications, and vice versa, a particular deployment of OMA enablers and applications is considered an instantiation of the OSE. Thus, the charging architecture described here for the OSE can be applied to any OMA enabler. Therefore, this approach is expected to cover the charging needs of all OMA enablers.
