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1 Reason for Contribution

3 Detailed Proposal

Section 3.1: This section has to clearly state if the document is all informative, or if it contains normative parts, in which case the document as a whole has to be classified as normative.

Proposal to classify the docuent as informative.

The rationale behind this proposal is that an architecture illustrates how protocols are used to achieve a desired behaviour. The protocol specs themselves are mandatory. The architecture itself is not. An AD could make mandatory statements, as e.g. the OSE specification does. However, I don’t see currently any normative statements in the charging AD.
Section 3.2: Definitions missing. For the following terms there is no input yet:

· Charging Enabler

· Charging Event

· Charging Infrastructure

· Charging Trigger Function

Section 6.6: Title is misleading. It talks about offline charging, but the diagram shows only online charging. More recent revisions of the scenario description (#80R01) show both online and offline charging, so it seems the scenario is not particularly bound to either one. Current title is: Correlation function for Off-line charging

Proposed title for section 6.6: Correlation Scenario.

Editor’s notes: A lot of editor’s notes are still in the document. Some just help tracing where new text came from (which contribution, when agreed). Some indicate that content is lacking.
