The MCC is kindly asking SEC to help us understand how to best cooperate on security issues, and more specifically how to support the SEC WG, so that the Charging enabler is supported by the SEC enabler: 
To this end we have identified the following questions:
What is meant by level of security?

From a non security expert perspective; 
shall it be interpreted as Strong, Medium and Weak - where MCC will need support in determining the appropriate level? Or can it be interpreted as asking the charging enabler to provide security for; Authorization, Integrity, Privacy - where MCC can provide information to the SEC on our requirements without initial support.

What can the SEC enabler offer?

Is it specifics on non-repudiation, integrity, privacy, authentication/authorization and reliability or something else?

From a SEC WG perspective: What should be secured?

i.e – what aspects do the MCC need to have an opinion on - e.g. the application, the communication or the domain?

The MCC would also request the SEC to review our AD, and specifically sections 3.1 on SEC and Privacy requirements, and section XX on Security and privacy with the desired feedback from the MCC perspective:

“… To achieve this & that - you need to…”
