3 Detailed Proposal

To support the Charging Enabler in OMNA the following should be in place:

Technical Specification that describes all Data Elements used by OMA enablers for charging.
Web page with the currently used parameters and a description.

For the Diameter we would need to have a Vendor Id so that OMA can specify own AVPs and get a proper reference to who owns them.
Technical Specification

The Technical Specification would contain all definitions as well as the syntax for all Data elements defined by OMA. The reason for this is to be able to have references from other specifications and to be testable there is a need to have an technical specification that is updated regularly with data from the web page.
OMNA Web Page
For OMA MCC there is a need to add to OMNA web page the following information: Service Information specific groups, OMA Diameter AVPs and OMA Diameter AVPs of the type enumerated.

For the OMA Diameter AVPs there is a need to be able to allocate AVP Codes or describe reuse of AVP Codes from other fora. Per AVP the following information is needed Name, Vendor Id, AVP Code, Value Type, AVP Flag Rules and a description (including the fora that define the AVP).
