3 Detailed Proposal

OMA Charging 1.0 offers a flexible and network-independent framework for generating, processing and transferring service usage information. It supports quick deployment of new applications and services from operators, service providers and others wishing to access existing network infrastructure without building time consuming and complex integrations in multiple environments.
The Enabler specifies two charging mechanisms (online and offline charging) to coordinate charging information flow from any service or application regardless of the underlying charging infrastructure. The specifications define interfaces and flows for charging information exchange.
OMA Charging 1.0 offers a flexible charging framework to support quickly deploying new applications and services from operators, service providers and others wishing to access existing network infrastructure without building time consuming and complex connections in multiple environments. The Enabler allows for a commonly defined set of charging scenarios and evenly distributed revenues. 
The objective is to produce a charging enabler specification, which will accommodate and meet the requirements outlined in the OMA enabler charging activity. Benefits of this work item include: 

· Enable service providers to deploy their applications and provide their services to mobile users, using standardized charging interfaces. 
· Enabler OMA enablers charging activities to accommodate in legacy charging infrastructure specified by external org.
