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1 Reason for Contribution

A number of Candidate Enabler Releases have been in Candidate status for a long time and need to be examined in order to decide on how to progress with these. REL will address this in a number of joint meetings with other Working Groups that has ownership of these Releases.
2 Summary of Contribution

The attached presentation outlines the choices available for OMA to deal with these enablers and serve as an input contribution during discussions between REL and other Working Groups.

This document is as of August 20 applicable for the following Enabler Releases (the analysis of these comes from past discussions with the groups):

LOC:

· MLP V3.1 - The release has been outdated by MLS V1.0 (see below) and it is very unlikely that anyone would like to initiate interoperability testing of the enabler at this stage. This enabler is therefore a candidate for obsolescence

· MLS V1.0 - LOC planned to continue discussions with IOP on possibilities for interoperability testing as a next step; by testing MLS V1.1, the interoperability would also be proven for MLS V1.0

· MLS V1.1 - no IOP champion, therefore no progress for either MLS V1.0 nor V1.1

MCC:

· WAP Billing Framework V1.0 - There is no ongoing IOP work on this and no intention to start any either. There is not even an ETR for the release to be used as the starting point for IOP work. Unless members initiate IOP work on the enabler or can provide evidence of that alternative testing has been done to validate the interoperability, the only way forward for this that would be applicable is historic or obsolete.

SEC:

· WPKI V1.0 - WPKI is a legacy enabler, grouping together technical specifications originally developed in WAP. There is no ongoing IOP work on this and no intention to start any either. The release is partly testable, but there has not been any interest for anyone to do the work within OMA, may possible be looked into for bilateral testing. Unless members initiate IOP work on the enabler or can provide evidence of that alternative testing has been done to validate the interoperability, the only way forward for this that would be applicable is historic or obsolete

· On-Board Key Generation V1.0: The release is testable, but there is no ongoing IOP work on this and no intention to start any either. Unless members initiate IOP work on the enabler or can provide evidence of that alternative testing has been done to validate the interoperability, the only way forward for this that would be applicable is historic or obsolete.

BT:

· EFI V1.1 - BAC considered this to be a possible candidate for Historic.

· Browser Protocol Stack V2.1 - BAC stated that they would like to look into the possibility to pursue indirect evidential testing to get this enabler to final Approved status

· UAProf V1.1 - UAProf V2.0 is already Approved. BAC considered this to be a possible candidate for Obsolescence
