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1 Reason for Contribution

As per the agreed contribution MCC-0088, charging split and 3rd party charging were identified the requirements. However, for the solution, it needs to be explained in more detail
2 Summary of Contribution

The contribution proposes to address the charging scenario by classifying into online/offline and centralized/decentralized rating. 
3 Detailed Proposal

1) For Charging Split:

Requirement 1: The charged party shall always be identified in a charging event regardless of whether that party invokes the event or is involved in consuming the actual service
Requirement 2: It shall be possible to split charges resulting from a single chargeable event among several parties

Requirement 3: Apart from the party for which the charging event is generated (the assumed charged party), it shall be possible to identify other parties involved in the chargeable event. There may be zero to N of such parties. (The so-called group services support)
In offline charging:

In decentralized rating, Charging Enabler User can be able to identify the charged parties and their proportion in charging splitting.  Hereby for each charged parties, the Charging Enabler User should send different separate ACR to generate different CDRs for billing purpose.
In centralized rating, Charging Enabler User may not be able to identify the charging parties. In order to support charging split, Charging Enabler User may need to send involved parties and their role. The involved parties, for instance, include: moderator, session owner, prioritized parties, normal participants, etc. However, the involved parties’ definition is enabler specific.
In online charging:

In decentralized rating, same with offline charging, Charging Enabler User can be able to identify the charged parties and their proportion in charging splitting.  Hereby for each charged parties, the Charging Enabler User should send different separate CCR for credit control purpose.

In centralized rating, same with offline charging, Charging Enabler User may not be able to identify the charging parties. Charging split is not realistic in centralized rating, however, for billing and settlement purpose, Charging Enabler User may also need to send involved parties and their role. The involved parties, for instance, include: moderator, session owner, prioritized parties, normal participants, etc. However, the involved parties’ definition is enabler specific.
2) For 3rd Party Charging

Requirement 1: The charged party shall always be identified in a charging event regardless of whether that party invokes the event or is involved in consuming the actual service
Requirement 2: It shall be possible to split charges resulting from a single chargeable event among several parties

Requirement 3: Apart from the party for which the charging event is generated (the assumed charged party), it shall be possible to identify other parties involved in the chargeable event. There may be zero to N of such parties. (The so-called group services support)
In offline 3rd party charging, Subscription Id, and calling or called party may not be sufficient to state the 3rd party charging. Therefore, it’s proposed to keep aligned with 3GPP by reusing Alternate-Charged-Party-Address AVP(AVP code 1280). The Alternate-Charged-Party-Address can be used for rating for the charging party offline.
In online 3rd party charging, since before credit control is done, the charged party should be identified by the Charging Enabler User, Subscription Id should be used only for the party to be charged. Whereas, it’s proposed to support verification information only additional to go along with Subscription Id for authentication and authorization purpose.
