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Figure x: AoC for Immediate Event Charging

Flow:

1 User through a User Device requests a service from a service or content provider.
2 Charging Enabler User within the provider of the service detects that this is a chargeable service and debits units from the Charging Enabler.

3 Charging Enabler answers the Charging Enabler User with the result of the Event Request. The answer contains the AoC Info.

4 Service Provider may reformat the AoC Info and sends a Notification with AoC to User Device.
5 Service Provider delivers the service or content to the User Device.

Note: The AoC notification can be sent after service delivery as well, i.e. at the end.

Flow:

6 User through a User Device requests a service from a service or content provider.
7 Charging Enabler User within the provider of the service detects that this is a chargeable service and reserves units from the Charging Enabler.

8 Charging Enabler answers the Charging Enabler User with the result of the Event Request (Reserve Units). The answer contains the AoC Info.

9 Service Provider may reformat the AoC Info and sends a Notification with AoC to User Device.
10 If the user accepts the charge, the User Device will return a Delivery Confirmation with the user accept to Service Provider.

11 Service Provider delivers the service or content to the User.
12 Charging Enabler User generates the Event Request (Debit Unit), indicating that the service was being delivered. 
13 Charging Enabler responds with the outcome of the Event Request (Debit Unit).

Flow:

14 User through a User Device requests a service from a service or content provider.
15 Charging Enabler User within the provider of the service detects that this is a chargeable service and reserves units from the Charging Enabler.

16 Charging Enabler answers the Charging Enabler User with the result of the Event Request (Reserve Units). The answer contains the AoC Info.

17 Service Provider may reformat the AoC Info and sends a Notification with AoC to User Device.
18 Service Provider delivers the service or content to the User.
19 Charging Enabler User generates the Event Request (Debit Unit), indicating that the service was being delivered. 
20 Charging Enabler responds with the outcome of the Event Request (Debit Unit).

Note: The AoC notification can be sent after service delivery as well, i.e. at the end.
