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1 Overview

OMA MCC is developing a charging enabler which will provide interfaces for online and offline charging. In the specifications of this enabler, one supported binding from these interfaces to actual protocols is to Diameter Accounting and Credit Control Applications re-using some of the charging-related extensions developed in 3GPP. 
3GPP SA5 has approached OMA MCC with a liaison statement (S5-064665) in which 3GPP SA5 offers to assign, based on OMA’s requests, AVP numbers to any new AVPs created to cover OMA requirements using 3GPP’s vendor-specific numbering space.
2 Proposal

Since the arrival of 3GPP SA5’s liaison statement, active discussions have been taking place in OMA regarding possible solutions for creating new, OMA-required Diameter AVPs. Different alternatives have been identified, and the evaluation of these alternatives is still ongoing. As part of this evaluation, also a longer-term view to OMA’s needs to create new AVPs will be developed. OMA MCC expects this evaluation to be completed in October 2006. Therefore, the final response to 3GPP SA5’s liaison statement will be delayed until this evaluation has been completed and conclusions from it have been drawn in OMA MCC.
3 Requested Action(s)

This liaison statement requests no specific actions at present time. The intention of this liaison statement is to inform 3GPP SA5 about the progress of processing the received liaison statement, and about the delay that is still to be expected before the final response can be sent.
4 Conclusion
