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1 Overview

OMA MCC thanks 3GPP TSG SA WG5 for its liaison statement(s) with regard to the allocation of Diameter AVP codes for the OMA service enablers, as triggered by the initial liaison exchange covered in OMA-MCC-2006-0046-ILS-from-3GPPSA5-on-OMA-specific-Diameter-Application [S5-064373].
Further to the exchange of information in subsequent liaison statements and detailed review of the proposals, OMA MCC welcomes the offer of support towards AVP codes allocation for OMA Service Enablers under the 3GPP Vendor ID. An initial proposal of the process is made in section 2 of this liaison statement.
2 Proposal

OMA MCC proposes that OMA MCC and the enabler working group together analyse the service enabler’s requirements towards new data elements and if the data therein can be carried within the existing AVPs. If, on review, a requirement for the definition of new AVP is finalised, OMA MCC initiates contact with 3GPP TSG SA WG5 towards the allocation of AVP code(s).
3 Requested Action(s)

1. 3GPP TSG SA WG5 is requested to analyse the above proposal and provide feedback.
2. OMA MCC initiates this process by triggering a request to 3GPP TSG SA WG5 towards the definition of the following AVP:
· Name: Service-Generic-Information AVP

· Type: Grouped
