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1 Overview

This liaison statement is a response to an enquiry received from Parlay TAC in March 2007 requesting more information on developments within OMA to provide a Web Services binding for the OMA Charging interfaces.
2 Proposal

The OMA Mobile Commerce and Charging Working Group has studied the Parlay X Web Service specifications provided by Parlay TAC, in particular TS 29.199-6 which specifies the Payment API Web Service, and considered the possibility to base the Web Service binding of the OMA CH-2 interface (online charging) on this existing definition.
Two documents proposing how this could be realised have been attached to this liaison statement. The MCC WG kindly asks Parlay TAC to review these contributions and provide feedback particularly as to the correct interpretation and application of the Parlay X Payment API specifications.
3 Requested Action(s)

OMA MCC kindly asks Parlay TAC for its feedback to the following questions:
1. Can the “parameters” part in the Payment API messages be used to carry any arbitrary charging-related parameters that do not affect the basic behaviour of the client and the server as suggested in the contributions? Will such extensions have any impact on the compatibility of the OMA binding with the Payment API base specification?
2. The Payment API does not explicitly specify flows related to online charging (particularly charging sessions where multiple reservations and charge operations can take place) or the details of the server-side state machine. Does the use of session-related operations of the Payment API’s interfaces (e.g. ReserveVolume, ReserveAdditionalVolume, ChargeVolume, and ReleaseReservation) as suggested in the contributions reflect a correct interpretation of the Parlay specification(s)?
4 Conclusion

The OMA MCC wishes to thank the Parlay Group for their kind consideration of this liaison. Furthermore the OMA MCC looks forward to a continued dialogue and cooperation on these matters.
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
