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1 Overview

OMA MCC thanks 3GPP SA5 for their liaison and the collaboration on AVP code allocation. 
OMA MCC appreciates the request to have a single solution, which is in line with the OMA charging architecture. Concerning AoC, OMA MCC thinks that at application layer (OMA side) and the bearer layer (3GPP side, like IMS), there may be different requests, e.g. at application layer more application level information may be requested, other than tariff. OMA Enablers may depend on different underlying infrastructure, e.g. IMS, MMD, as well as no bearer request enablers, e.g. DCD, BCAST, and Mobile Email. AoC solutions should cover the possible requirement of these enablers. OMA MCC agrees the approach to have a common solution as more as possible, as the specific solution for AoC, at least a common AVP syntax is expected.

A response for the questions can be seen in the proposal section as below. 

OMA MCC would also take the opportunity to inform 3GPP SA5 the Charging Enabler is going to consistent review soon, a promptly AVP allocation is expected.
2 Proposal

1.
What is the difference between the existing Cost Information AVP and the suggested AoC Information AVP?
[OMA MCC] OMA MCC has identified that Cost Information AVP as specified in IETF, it has a limited usage and not extensible and only monetary value can be populated. Whereas the AoC request may vary in different scenarios.
2.
OMA interest in having AoC based on multiple factors (e.g. time AND volume)
[OMA MCC] At this point, as the background said above, OMA would have more clarification with the factors in the sentence. In any case a flexible way could be expected to support variety OMA enablers.

3.
Transfer of AoC information versus transfer of pure tariff information from the OMA Charging Enabler [3GPP OCS] to the OMA Charging Enabler User [3GPP CTF] over the CH-2 [Ro] interface

OMA MCC is encouraged to inform SA5 of any additional requirements that SA5 should take into account.
[OMA MCC] As the possible difference of AoC request between application layer and bearer layer, OMA MCC would propose to transfer of information more than the pure tariff information. 
OMA MCC would inform 3GPP SA5 that OMA MCC is working on the interaction between the Charging Enabler (OCS in 3GPP side) and the Charging Enabler Users (CTFs in 3GPP side). The transfer of the AoC information for the charging enabler user to the subscriber is out of the present scope, and OMA MCC thought there could be multiple approaches to achieve, e.g. embedding in the content channel, or other existing way as SMS, MMS etc. The AoC for offline charging may be achieved through other way, and is not covered by the present work in OMA MCC.
